English 


This term, in writing, we are focussing on the genre/text type of Narratives. We will be using Anne Frank as inspiration for our writing which links to our Champions for Change topic. Maths


This term we will have a heavy focus on fractions. Towards the end of term, we will also focus on converting units of measure. This will build on the skills learnt in previous years. 


Children will be able to:


Order and compare fractions with different denominators


Add and subtract fractions including mixed numbers


Multiply and divide fractions including mixed numbers


Find fractions of amounts 


Use multiples to convert between units of measure








WWII





This half term we will be learning about the causes of WWII and the impact WWII had on the citizens of Britain. Key learning will include: the Battle of Britain, lives of evacuee children, role of women, the Sir Nicholas Winton and the Kindertransport.

In History, we will be finding out:


The key events leading to the outbreak of WWII 


Main battles involving Britain
