Literacy Focus:                        MINIBEASTS
In literacy, we will be looking at a wide range of books on minibeasts , including information books and artefacts. Children will be 
· Using and applying their phonics skills to write about a mini beast 
· Making zig zag books on the lifecycle of a butterfly
· We will be creating a class story book about minibeast

Please ensure you are doing lots of reading with your child and practicing their phonics at home with them! Try encourage them to independently read their guided reading books. You can help them blend and segment daily with their routines such as “put on your h-a-t, hat!”.

Maths Focus: 

Explore 3D shapes
We will be looking 2d and 3d shapes. Children will be looking at properties and find 2d shapes within 3d shapes. Explore 3D shapes in the environment. Children will build on their knowledge of simple AB patterns and find patterns in the environment

Build numbers beyond 10 (10 -20)
Children will be reciting numbers from 0-20 and back. They will be looking at number names and symbols and comparing numbers, subitising, matching numerals to larger quantities and looking number patterns.
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Physical Education (PE)
Every day our Early Years children are encouraged to move around in our outdoor space, balancing, climbing, jumping and using our balance bars, bikes and tricycles.

Music:
The children will be doing drumming and repeating beats and patterns. We will also have weekly circle time sessions using our instruments to explore rhythmic patterns.  
Understanding the world:
-Children will be exploring minibeasts indoors and outdoors, using magnifying glasses to create observational drawings and explore the nature around them 
-Know similarities and differences between different religious and cultural communities in this country 
-Explore natural world around them making drawing plants and animals.
ICT:
The children will be using Purple Mash every other week to explore how to use the computers. They will be able to colour, play math and literacy games and explore Purple Mash independently. 

PSHE: 
We will be focusing on ‘Relationships’
Children will be looking at family and friends. We will be discussing how they play a significant roles in our lives and ways we build good relationship. 
Religious Education: 
This term’s big question is ‘What makes a place special?’. We will be looking at world faith and discussing places that are special to us. Children will talking why some places are significant to them.
