Literacy


We will be exploring persuasive writing this term – particularly through reading and listening to a range of adverts.


Outcomes: Children will be able to: Know the features of persuasive texts.


Learn and use persuasive devices (such as: repeated words, alliterative words, emotional language, a strong argument, rhetorical questions, colourful and eye-catching fonts or capitalised words and humour) within spoken and written pieces of work.


Write a clearly structured persuasive text – telling the reader to do something.

















Maths


To tell and write the time from an analogue clock, including using Roman numerals.


Estimate and read the time with increased accuracy to the nearest minute.


Record and compare time in terms of seconds, minutes and hours.


Compare duration of events (to calculate the time taken by particular events or tasks)�To draw 2-D and 3-D shapes using modelling materials.


To recognise 3-D shapes in different orientations and describe them.


To identify right-angles, horizontal and vertical lines, and pairs of perpendicular and parallel lines.


To measure, compare, add and subtract lengths (m/cm/mm), mass (kg/g) and volume (l/ml).

International Primary Curriculum (IPC)


Over the next 7 weeks we will be following a unit of work on a theme that focuses on “the Material World”.  During this unit we will be focusing on Science and Design Technology.

In Science, the children will be:


•  able to carry out simple investigations. 


•  able to compare common materials and objects according to their properties.


• able to distinguish between solids, liquids and gases.


• able to construct electrical circuits to make devices work.


Children will also learn and know that:


• different materials are suited for different purposes.


• forces can have direction and know the effects of friction.


• some materials conduct electricity, and that some materials conduct heat more effectively than others.





In Design Technology, we’ll be:


•  able to design and make products to meet specific needs.


•  able to use simple tools and equipment with some accuracy


•  able to identify and implement improvements to their designs and products.


•  able to identify the ways in which products in everyday use meet speciﬁc needs.

















Religious Education


We will be learning about Hinduism this term – specifically focusing on why the River Ganges is special for Hindus. Children will recap and learn about the gods in Hinduism and how they relate to the Hindu god Brahman. They will also learn key facts about the geography of the River Ganges before learning about how it is used by Hindus and why it is important to them.  �
