Maths


This term we will continue to revise learning on fractions, decimals and percentages as well as learning about shape and geometry. We will continue to learn through our adaptive learning approach through fluency, reasoning and mastery to master mathematical concepts learnt in the following objectives:

English

We will learn about World War II.





Science


Our topic this term is ‘Electrifying’. Pupils will learn that electricity carries energy which can be converted to heat and light, they will investigate how to create series and parallel circuits and they will know that electricity only flows in a closed circuit.
